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Rules: Ready – Steady – Action!
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How to play
Shuffle the cards and put them upside down on a desk or put them in a bag.

Whose birthday is next? This player starts.
1. Draw a card from the desk or from the bag. Don’t show it to the other players!
2. Do what the card says: 
Act out your word.
Draw your word. OR: 
Describe your word.
Your classmates will try to guess what you are explaining to them. 

Pay attention

When you describe a word, you are not allowed to use the word or a word that is part of the of the word family. 
For example: When you describe the expression “ride a horse”, 
don’t say “It’s like riding a bike, but with an animal”. 
You are also not allowed to act or draw while describing.

When you draw the word, don’t use letters or words.

When you act, you are not allowed to speak or draw.
