Bags at the ages of 10 and 12, after being inspired by  
a lesson in school about significant people, like Nelson 
Mandela, Lady Diana, and Mahatma Ghandi. The sisters 
returned home that day and asked themselves, ‘What can 5 

we do as children living in Bali, NOW, to make a differ-
ence?’ Bye Bye Plastic Bags was born in 2013 and has 
now grown into a youth driven NGO with 40+ global 
teams campaigning to say NO to single use plastic. Their 
biggest achievement so far: the official ban of plastic bags, 10 

plastic straws and styrofoam packaging as of June 23 2019 
on the island of Bali.
