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ANIMALS AROUND THE WORLD 

Animals in Africa  

1. Highlight pieces of information for the animals on “your” continent. 
 What do your animals look like?  
 How do they live? 
 Other interesting information. 

Use three different colours.      
 
Africa is home to many interesting and different species. Antelopes are part of the cow 

family of animals and can have different sizes – from 180 cm tall to just 30 cm. Those 

light-brown mammals eat plants like grass and seeds and live in large groups called herds. 

Antelopes are quick at running, with speeds of up to 70km/h.    

Hippopotamuses – or hippos – are the third largest land mammals, but they live most of 

their lives in rivers or lakes. They eat grass, fruits etc. They are one of the most dangerous 

animals in Africa. Although those grey giants are very big, they can run faster than 

humans can. Their closest relatives are whales and dolphins. 

When you think of zebras, you immediately think of black and white stripes and long 

legs. Zebras are related to donkeys and horses. They live in large groups of up to 1000 

zebras and sleep standing up. They can run up to 57km/h and a baby can run just one hour 

after being born.  

And of course you know African elephants. Those grey giants are the world’s biggest 

land mammals. They weigh up to 6000 kg of weight and they have massive legs and ears. 

Did you know that their trunk is about 2 metres long? Elephants are herbivores, which 

means they only eat plants (up to 135 kg a day) and drink a lot of water. They can suck 

7.5 litres of water into their trunk. African elephants can become 70 years old!

Fast finishers 

Come up with more engaging and fun ways to learn new words and phrases.  

• For a press conference  or an  interview 
you need 1 or 2 experts who can give informa-
tion on your topic.

• You also need 2 or  3 reporters who ask questi-
ons about the topic so the experts can explain 
what it is about.

• Find all the questions and answers  together 
in your group. 
Make crib sheets for each member of the group.

• Decide who is going to be an expert and 
who is going to be a reporter.

• Practice you press conference or your interview 
so you can talk about your topic in your own 
words without looking at the crib sheet too 
much.

• Decide which information is important. 
For this, each one of you makes a crib sheet 
with the information she or he would like to 
add. 

• As a group or with your partner, agree on 
which information to include.

• Design your poster. 
Make a rough draft before you start.

• Use diff erent colours for diff erent kinds of 
information.

• Add drawings, sketches or photos. 
Your drawings do not need to be perfect.

• Show how individual bits of information are 
connected by using arrows and other symbols

• Use clear lettering.

• Don’t put too much information on your poster. 
You will present additional information orally.

• When your poster is fi nished, practice your 
presentation so that you can talk about your 
topic in your own words without looking at the 
poster or crib sheet too much.

• Decide who you are: 
Characters from a novel? 
People at the bus stop? 
Your grandparents?

• Think about a situation in which you can talk 
about your topic. 

• Decide what you are going to talk about and 
who is going to say what.

• Make crib sheets for each person in your group. 
Do not write the complete text.

• Decide who is going to play which role.

• Practice your role play so you can talk about 
your topic in your own words and without 
looking at your crib sheet too much.

Booklet
You need a sheet of white paper 
(A4 or even better: A3).

Drawing / Comic Podcast

• Fold the sheet as in the drawing to make 
a brochure.

• Write the most important information on 
your topic in your brochure. 

• Design a title page for your brochure.

• Do not copy texts from the book or the Inter-
net. Present your topic in your own words.

• A podcast is a listening text.

• You can decide whether your podcast is a news 
programme, a radio play, or a talk show etc.

• Decide what you want to talk about.

• Prepare crib sheets for each of you. 
Do not write complete texts to read out 
 because  this does not sound very nice.

• Practice your podcast. 

• When you can talk about your topic fl uently 
without too much hesitation, record your text.

• Decide which information should be seen in 
your drawing or comic.

• Draw your on a white sheet of paper 
(without lines).

• Add speech and thought bubbles if necessary.

• Add captions if necessary.

• Practice explaining your drawing or 
comic to the class.

• You can use a slide presentation or a quiz 
software to show your questions.

• Think of a poem with which to present your 
results.

• First of all, think about the content you want to 
include in your poem.

• You can choose a poem form that you already 
know, for example an elevener:

Morning
In May

Bees are humming
Life is a pleasure

Happiness

 

• But you can also write a completely free poem. 

• If you can‘t fi nd any suitable rhyming words, 
you can do without them. 
It is more important to fi nish your poem than to 
always fi nd the right rhyme.

• Practice your recitation.

• Each group member should be involved in the 
presentation.

• Decide what your song or rap is going to be 
 about and which information you want to 
include.

• Write the verses. 
Your text can rhyme, but it doesn’t have to. 

Tips: 
• There are websites such as 

https://www.rhymezone.com/ that help 
you fi nd a rhyme word.

• If it is very diffi  cult to fi nd rhyme words, it 
is more important to get on with your task 
than to waste time looking for words. 
You can use the melody of an existing 
song and write a new text for it or you can 
compose your own song.

• Practice your song or rap.

• Each member of your group should play a part 
in the presentation.
