Facts about India

India has a an area of 3 287 263 km2 and is the seventh-largest country in the world. It is after China the most densely populated country in Asia with 1.24 billion people. 

In 2011, the average income was 1 410 US $ per person. So poverty is a big problem. On the one hand about 44 % of the population have less than 1 US $ for food, clothes and other goods a day. On the other hand there are the rich people, who get richer and richer.
Most Indians (51 %) work in agriculture and forestry, about 22 % in the industrial sector and about 27 % in the service sector. However unemployment causes many 
problems in India. Of� cially 9.8 % do not have a regular income or a job. Since there is 
illegal employment in India as well, it is expected that there are more people without a 
registered job. 

India’s gross domestic product (GDP) is about 1.6 billion US $. In 2011, the country 
exported 246 billion US $ with by-products of mineral oil, textiles and food and it 
imported goods to the value of 350 billion US $. 
India’s population increases by 1.4 % every year. As a consequence, a lot more young 
than el derly people live in India. That’s why there are not enough schools to teach 
everybody. Girls especially are disadvantaged, because more boys than girls are sent to 
school. 

Normally, the girls get married very young and they don’t know how to use and where 
to get contraceptives. That’s why many girls get pregnant early and have several 
children. However, 4.8 % of the infants diefrom illness or malnutrition. The hygienic 
situation and health care have improved a lot during the last 30 years. So people in India 
are getting older. Nevertheless, the life expectancy is only 65.7 years for men and 67.9 
years for women. The Human Development Index (HDI) is 0.554.

Haiti four years after the earthquake

… Tomorrow the Prime Minister will travel to Brussels to attend a meeting of the 

Heads of state of the european Union.

Port-au-Prince. Four years after the tremendous earthquake Haiti is still suffering 

from the devastating effects of this natural disaster. As the earthquake destroyed a 

major part of the infrastructure, the situation for the people of Haiti has significant-

ly deteriorated with regard to access to pure water and clean sanitation facilities. 

even before the earthquake in 2010 access to clean and healthy drinking water had 

been restricted, only 69 %, that is 51 % of the population in rural areas and 85 % 

of the population in urban areas had had access to safe drinking water. And even 

fewer people had had access to clean and healthy sanitation facilities. According to 

UniceF 24 % of the people in the cities and only 10 % of the people in the villages 

had access to clean and healthy sanitation facilities. More than half a million people 

had to be supplied daily with fresh drinking water by UniceF. 

in 2012, two years after the earthquake, almost 600,000 people still lived in 

temporary shelters because so far it had not been possible to remove all the rubble 

and rebuild the houses destroyed in January 2010. One reason for this delay is the 

fact that the international community has only supplied Haiti with two thirds of the 

promised monetary aid of Us$ 9.4 billion.

in addition to the unhygienic living conditions and the lack of a working sanitary 

infrastructure, many Haitians had to get their drinking water from unsafe sources 

such as rivers. As a result of this situation a cholera epidemic broke out in October 

2010. Within the 12 months after the outbreak of the disease, 450,000 Haitians had 

caught cholera and 6,500 people had died. 

A spokesman from UniceF explained that one aim for the future is to educate 

people and to make sure that they understand the need to purify their drinking 

water and to make sure that working healthy sanitation facilities are available to 

everybody all over the country.
