Big venues and concert halls are Jemma 
Endersby's workplace. You can fi nd her 
on stage alongside some of Germany’s 
fi nest artists, but another one of her jobs 
happens backstage. Jemma is also 
one of the vocal coaches 
for the casting show 
“The Voice of Germany”. 
Viewers may be used 
to seeing The Voice of 
Germany judges weigh 
in on a contestant’s skills, 
but vocal coach Jemma 
Endersby is one of the 
few people who help the 
show’s singers fi nd their 
voice behind the scenes. 
She can help them with all 
aspects of performance 
skills development: From 
voice technique to song 
performance and style development, from 
stage presence to mike technique and 
working with electronic gear, from tour 
preparation to recording studio vocal pre-
production and recording studio vocal 
coaching. She additionally works with 
groups that need coaching on harmonies 
and vocal blend.
“Voice coaching is as much psychology 
as it is helping them to sing better,” Jemma 
says. 
“Sometimes the job is just to make the kids 
feel good about themselves. Helping them 
to be the best that they can be. Then it’s up 
to the public to decide who the Voice is."

Interviewer: Jemma, what does an average 
day in the life of a vocal coach look like?

Jemma: During the scouting period, 
the coaches travel from city to city and 
set up anew every couple of days. Each 
coach has an assigned room. There are 3 
scouting rooms altogether and the coaches 

work with people from the TV production 
company to listen to every person who 
would like to sing. This goes on all day, 
and each city gets reviewed and at the end 
all the voices that have been recorded are 
listened to again. When all the singers for 
the blind auditions have been chosen, they 
each receive individual vocal coaching. 
This continues right up until the live show 
� nals. Each team has its own vocal coach 
following the blind auditions, and the 
coaches help prepare solo songs, duets, 
coach and star performances.

Interviewer: Obviously musical skills 
are essencial for your work. But besides 
the musical skills – what other skills are 
important for your job?

Jemma: People skills as well as social 
and psychological experience help very 
much. Also, knowledge of vocal technique, 
performance, music theory and a wide 
repertoire of pop songs are a must. I � nd it

Mozart’s father Leopold was a music teacher and started teching his children at a very early age. Mozart is said to have composed his first music at the age of five. He and his sister were wonderchildren and played for a lot of important people. Mozart became one of the most important classical composers. He wrote 626 pieces of music, among them 22 operas. 

During his adult life he lived and worked in Salzburg and Vienna and often travelled to places where he played his music or where he hoped to find employment.
He got married in 1782 and his marriage seems to have been a happy one although four of his six children died very young.
