Your role: Dylan 

– You have just finished P.E. and your team won!– Your best friend John got the most points.– You are talking to Coach Smith when the accident happens.– You feel scared when you see Emma and John on the floor.– You don’t want to leave, but Coach Smith needs you to help.

Your role: Emma 

– You are late for your sports class and run down the hall.The bell rang 2 minutes ago.
– This has been a very bad day.
– Your teacher is already angry at you for talking in class.– Your friend Andrea said she would wait for you, but she isn’t in the hall.– You are angry at Andrea and sad that she didn’t wait.– A door opens right in front of you and you can’t stop in time.

Your role: Andrea 

– You feel guilty that you didn’t wait for Emma, butyou needed to get to your sports class.
– You hope she will make it soon, but the bell has already rung.
– You hope that the new sports teacher will be nice and not too strict.
– You are on your way to the changing room when youhear the accident in the hall.
– You feel sick when you see Emma and John on the floor.– Your knees feel weak, and your hands are shaking, but Coach Smith needs your help. 

Your role: John 

– You have just finished your sports class and are leaving the gym to go home.
– Your team won the game and you got the most points for your team.
– You are really happy and can’t wait to get home and eat.– You throw open the door of the gym and walk out without looking.– You fall and hit your head when Emma runs into you.
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Your role: Claire  

– You are a good athlete and very strong. 

– You think people who are not good at sports 

are not trying hard enough.

– You are upset with Roger who keeps moving closer to you. 

– You want to teach him a lesson, but not get in trouble yourself.

– You like your sports teacher, Coach Brown, and you know 

that he has a good sense of humor.

Your role: Coach Brown 

– You are aware of the situation behind you on the 

bench with Roger and Claire.

– You need to focus on the pupils testing their skills 

in the middle of the gym.

– You see that Tina’s head is bleeding badly and that she is confused.

– Keep Tina still, and ask the class if anyone knows what happened.

– Press your hand against the wound to stop the bleeding and 

send a pupil for the nurse.

– You think Tina should go and see a doctor because head injuries 

can be serious.
