Since Boris Becker and Steffi Graf retired, tennis has lost some of its popularity in Germany.  

But not in the U.S., especially not in New York. People in New York love tennis. New York organizes  

one of the four biggest tournaments of the year – The US Open. The other three are Wimbledon  

(in London), The French Open and The Australian Open. 

 
 
Dates 
The US Open always starts on the last Monday of 

August and ends on the second Sunday of 

September. So there are 14 days of professional 

tennis in New York every year.  

Competitions 
The tournament takes place in many different 

5 

competitions. In total, there are 13 different 

competitions. Men and women compete in singles 

(1 vs. 1), doubles (2 vs. 2), and in mixed doubles. 

This means that a man and a woman play against 

another pair. Additionally, there are several 
10 

competitions for juniors (under 18) and for legends 

(professional players from the past). 

Famous players 
Have you heard of Angelique Kerber? She is a 

professional German tennis player. She won the 

US Open in 2016, which earned her 3.5 million US 
15 

dollars, and became the world’s no. 1. Stan 

Wawrinka from Switzerland won the men’s final 

in 2016. The last American champion was Serena 

Williams. She won the women’s singles title in 

2013. 20 

 

Facts and figures 
In 2016, the tournament had over 500 participants, 

over 700,000 spectators and a total prize money of 

more than 43 million US dollars. In Flushing 

Meadows, the park in which the tournament takes 
25 

place, there are 19 courts. Three of them are proper 

tennis arenas. The biggest one is the Arthur Ashe 

Stadium with about 23,000 seats. It is the biggest 

tennis stadium in the world. If you have a seat in 

the last row, remember to bring some binoculars.

The Louis Armstrong Stadium seats about 10,000 

and the Grandstand Stadium 5,800 people. The 

other 16 courts seat between 100 and 1500 people. 

Tickets 
You have several ticket options. You can buy 

tickets for the big Arthur Ashe Stadium, where the 
35 

top players will play, or you can buy a ticket for 

the other courts, which are a bit cheaper. You also 

have the option between a day and an evening 

session. Bear in mind that the ticket prices vary 

widely between early-round sessions and the later 
40 

rounds. The cheapest tickets are about $50. US
