Reading digital texts

READING DIGITAL TEXTS 
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Before opening the browser, ask yourself the following questions:
What is my topic? 
What do I already know about it?What	do	I	want	to	know?	How	am	I	going	to	fi	nd	out?	What sources for researching the topic am I going to use? How do I want to take notes? 

Think about keywords for your search. • What are intelligent keywords to enter into the search engine?

Look at the list of search results. • What are the most promising websites?• What content can I expect?• Which website would be my fi rst choice?
Quickly check who published the information. 

• What type of domain is it?                                              (.com, .edu, .gov, co.uk, ac.uk)• Who is the publisher?                                                          (e.g. a company/brand, a renowned newspaper, a political group, an independent organization?)
Open the website in a new tab. 

Skim the text quickly to get an overview. • Can I fi nd any useful information on this website?
→	If	you	cannot	fi	nd	useful	information,	stop	reading,	go	back	to	your	search	results	and	open another website. 

Scan	the	text	for	specifi	c	information. • Where do I fi nd the passage that answers my questions?
• Is it possible to also listen to the text? 
Slow down your reading. 
• Where exactly do I need to slow down my reading to get a deeper understanding? • Does the passage really match my keywords?• Do I need to read a passage several times?• What words do I have to look up in an online dictionary? 

• Which words are worth remembering? 
Take notes on relevant information. • What information is relevant? • Can I copy and paste information?• How else can I store information? 

Bookmark the page and open another website. 

Searching websites

Selecting information

Pause,	think	and	make	connections.	• What is my overall understanding of the topic? • How does the information connect to other texts I have read? • In what way is the information similar or diff erent? 
• What part of the information is fact and what is opinion?
• Are there any other links or comments on the website? 

Back up the claims. 
• How can I back up what I have read?• Is there anything that speaks against the claims? • Are the facts up to date? • What facts seem to be inaccurate?• What facts do I need to cross-check?

Check other websites. 
• Do I need to do further research?• What else do I want to know?• What questions have not been answered? • What aspects or points of view are missing? 

Share your information. 
• How can I share my fi ndings? • In what ways can I actively participate and discuss  my fi ndings?• Is it possible to leave a comment on the website?

CUE CARD FOR TEACHERS

KWL chart
Mit einer KWL chart (know – wonder – learn) lassen sich Lernpro-
zesse begleiten und dokumentieren. Dabei wird zunächst das Vor-
wissen zu einem Thema aktiviert (know), dann Ideen und Fra-
gen gesammelt (wonder) und schließlich das Gelernte reflektiert 
 (learn). Alle Ergebnisse werden in einer Tabelle festgehalten. 

Eignet sich für 
• Einzelstunden 
• längere Unterrichtsvorhaben
• die Dokumentation und Reflexion von Lernprozessen

Sozialform
• Einzel-, Partner- oder Kleingruppenarbeit

So gehtʼs
1. Die Lehrperson präsentiert die folgende Tabelle und erläutert 

die einzelnen Spalten. 

2. Die Lernenden sammeln individuell oder gemeinsam in Klein-
gruppen Aspekte, die sie bereits über den Lerngegenstand wis-
sen (K). Die Lehrperson fasst die Ideen der Lernenden in der 
linken Spalte der Tabelle zusammen und verdeutlicht die Be-
deutung, Hintergrundwissen zu aktivieren. 

3. Die Lernenden formulieren individuell oder gemeinsam Fragen 
zum Thema, die sie beantwortet haben wollen (W). Die Lehr-
person hält diese in der mittleren Spalte der Tabelle fest. 

4. Am Ende des Unterrichtsvorhabens reflektieren die Lernenden, 
was sie gelernt haben (L). Dabei verweist die Lehrperson auch 
auf die mittlere Spalte und stellt mit den Lernenden heraus, 
welche Fragen beantwortet wurden und welche unbeantwor-
tet blieben. Die Ergebnisse werden in der rechten Spalte der 
 Tabelle festgehalten.

Von der KWL chart gibt es zahlreiche Abwandlungen. Mittels KWHL 
(H = how?) entwickeln die Lernenden zusätzlich Ideen, mit wel-
chen Strategien, Quellen und Webseiten sie Antworten auf ih-
re Fragen finden wollen. Bei KWL+ oder KWLQ fragen sie sich, was 
sie weiterhin über das Thema in Erfahrung bringen wollen (What 
other questions do I have?).
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CUE CARD FOR STUDENTS

KWL chart
The KWL chart is a graphic organizer that guides you through a topic and helps you to monitor your learning. It engages you by activating 
your background knowledge and defining what you want to find out about a topic. Later you reflect on what you have learned. 
Copy the chart and fill in the three columns as you work on a topic. 
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What do I know? What do I want to know? What have I learned?
