The dog and the boy: A comparison    

1. Work with a partner. Explain how the dog copes with its disability. Note: This is not mentioned in 
the film, so you have to read between the lines and draw conclusions from what you see.  
Think about 

the dog’s actions in the film,  
the dog’s interests and likes,  
what kind of personality and attitude the dog in general seems to have.  

Give examples from the film to support your ideas. 
 

Characterization of the dog 
actions 

 

chasing/catching the ball, running around  
gets trapped in the cardboard box  
fetches the ball from underneath the cupboard 
takes ball to boy and invites him to play 

interests and 
likes 

likes to play, run and jump 
likes to have company 
is curious and likes to explore  

personality 
and attitude 

 

a friendly/cheerful/happy dog 
curious and open-minded with a very positive, unprejudiced attitude 
not beaten down when something goes wrong (e.g. stumbling and falling) 
doesn’t resent the way the boy treats him  
only sees the good and positive in people and things 
doesn’t give up easily 

Conclusion: How does the dog cope with its impairment? 
- the dog’s physical impairment is not an issue at all 
- the dog is as active and lively as any other dog 
- the dog doesn’t do anything that a four-legged dog wouldn’t do 
- having only three legs is ‘normal’ for the dog; not a limitation 

 

2. How is the boy different from the dog? Only consider the part  
before he decides to play ball with the dog. 

 
Characterization of the boy 
actions 
 

‑ playing a video game on his own in the dark living room 
‑ kicks dog and throws it on the floor  

interests and 
likes 

‑ likes gaming but doesn’t seem to be doing much else  
‑ not interested in the dog because of its impairment 

personality 
and attitude 

‑ not a very likeable character at the beginning: very mean and aggressive  
‑ comes across as a grumpy, angry boy 

Conclusion: How does the boy cope with his impairment? 
‑ seems to be believe that he can’t do much else other than playing video games  
‑ his disability seems to have changed him: has made him angry  
‑ seems to think of himself as not being good enough (shown by his rejection of the dog who has 

the same kind of impairment)  
‑ seems to believe that only ‘perfect’, ‘flawless’, ‘normal’ people are valuable and capable 

 

3. When and why does the boy’s behavior/attitude towards the dog change?  
What does the dog’s disability have to do with it? Discuss.
