Wenn nach einer anstrengenden Arbeitsphase in Klasse 8 –10 die Köpfe rauchen, kann eine kreative Aufgabe für Auflocke-rung sorgen. Dazu wählen die Schüler aus den unten stehen-den acht Ein-Satz-Geschichten, die auf Folie präsentiert oder kopiert werden, eine aus und bearbeiten diese mit einer der zur Auswahl stehenden Aufgaben. Hier können die Schüler ihrer Fantasie freien Lauf lassen und allein, mit einem Part-ner oder in der Kleingruppe arbeiten.

Je nach vorhandener Zeit stellen die Schüler ihre Ergebnis-se in der Klasse oder in Kleingruppen vor. Für die Präsen-

tation in Gruppen sind zwei Vorgehensweisen möglich: Es kommen die Lernenden zusammen, die sich mit dem glei-chen Satz beschäftigt haben. Oder die Gruppen werden so gebildet, dass jeweils unterschiedliche Impulse in einer Grup-pe vertreten sind. 
Sollte mehr Zeit zur Verfügung stehen, kann im Vorfeld an einem Satz das Vorgehen beispielhaft gemeinsam auspro-biert werden.
